INFUSION SUITE

Here are some helpful hints to make your visit better!

Bring beverages and a snack.  (Please avoid foods with a strong smell, it could make the other patients sick.)

Bring reading materials, crossword puzzles, portable radios with headphones.

Do not bring children under 12 years old.  (This is for their protection.)

During business hours, phone calls will be transferred to nurses’ voicemail, and a nurse will call you back.

After business hours, the answering service will page the physician on call, and he will call you back.

For emergencies, call 911.                                                                    

REASONS TO CALL (During Business Hours):

· Temperature greater than 101.5 or shaking chills.

· Nausea and vomiting uncontrolled with medications.

· Diarrhea uncontrolled with medication.

· Pain uncontrolled with medication or new pain.

· Prescription refills: Narcotics require a 48 hours notice and cannot be called in to a pharmacy. Other prescriptions may be phoned in.

· Insurance/disability forms will be a nominal fee per form and will require 1 week to complete.

· Any other problems that might occur related to your cancer.
